1. La Gamba


Based on ‘La Gamba’ - Italy16th Century / ‘La Rotta’ - Medieval estampie, Anon.

2. Tarletans 

Elizabethan court dance / English folk dance.
3. The Bonny Miller

The first part of the piece is based on ‘Ecco la primavera’ by Francesco Landini, Italy (1325 – 1397) and the second part is based on the traditional English folk tune 
‘The Bonny Miller’.

4. Kringellek

Based on a tune by Anders Frissell from Dalarna – a Swedish Fiddle player.

5. Ave Maria

Based on a choral setting by Ludwig Senfl and a traditional Bulgarian tune collected by Adrian.
6. Fawrhoro

Based on ‘Y Fedle Fawr’ (Trad. Welsh) and ‘Radomirska Rachenitsa’, a traditional Bulgarian Tambura tune. 

7. Mrs Winter’s and the Coy Toy

Based on two pieces by John Dowland: ‘Mrs Winter’s Jump’ and ‘A Coy Toy’.

INTERVAL

1. Merula

Based on the opening of ‘Canzonetta Spirituale sopra alla nanna’, Tarquino Merula (1594/5 – 1665), ‘Les Plaisirs’ and ‘Menuet 2’ from Suite in A minor by G.P.Telemann, and a traditional Bolivian folk melody, Anon.

2. Passe el Agoa

Based on a love song from La Musica en la Corte de los Reyes Catolicos.

Arranged with a traditional Bulgarian tune which Adrian recently brought back from a trip to Bulgaria.
3. Galliard

Loosely based on ‘Branle des Chevaux’ (Horses Brawl), composer Adrian le Roy /
Galliard - Elizabethan Anon.
4. Misdelight

Based on the traditional English fiddle tunes ‘Miss Dolland’s Delight’ and ‘Rusty Gulley’.
5. Tourdion

Based on the popular early dance tune ‘Tourdion’ by Pierre Attaingnant and first published by the French dancing master in about 1529. This is arranged with a French chanson and a contemporary Irish minuet.

6. Maggots 
Based on’ Mr Lane’s Maggot’ and ‘Cary’s Maggot’ from Playford’s Dancing Master (1651 – ca.1728) and ‘The Cobblers Hornpipe’, a traditional Northumbrian tune.

About Horses Brawl... 

The vibrant and experimental duo Horses Brawl draw listeners into a world where driving folk rhythms collide with the high and low musical cultures of ancient Europe and beyond. Improvising around phrases and fragments of music drawn from over eight centuries they transform them into their own mesmerising and spellbinding compositions.

Crossing many genres including folk, baroque, renaissance and contemporary music, Horses Brawl are equally at home playing at folk clubs, concerts and festivals. Performing with an open and engaging stage manner they invite you into their original and exciting musical world.

Horses Brawl formed in 2003 when Laura Cannell (Fiddle / Recorders / Crumhorns) and Adrian Lever (Guitar) came together for a short tour in East Anglia. They have since performed widely throughout the UK at festivals and concerts with their cutting-edge take on early and traditional music, and have been broadcast live on BBC Radio 3’s Late Junction, The Early Music Show and In Tune.

Horses Brawl were recently awarded a grant a by The Arts Council of England to support the development of their unique approach to traditional and early music. They released their third album WILD LAMENT in June 2009 receiving excellent reviews in The Times (4 stars), Bright Young Folk, Early Music Today and many more.
